GUIDELINES 

 
∞ It is the responsibility of the exhibitor, trainer, and spectator to conduct themselves in a civilized and sportsmanlike 
manner. 
∞ Please be familiar with the 2010 NTHJC Rule Book. 
∞ A horse may only cross enter into divisions with fence heights of a six (6) inch difference, except the 18” division.  A 
rider may enter a maximum of two (2) horses/ponies per hunter class except the “OPEN” divisions.  If a rider has 
received a year end award (1st-10th place) in a hunter, jumper, or equitation class over 2’, the rider is no longer eligible 
for 2’ hunter, equitation, or medal classes. 
∞ All children must be accompanied/supervised by an adult.  ALL DOGS MUST BE ON LEASH. 
∞ Proper show attire is required.  Polo shirts permitted in jumper classes only.  Protective headgear (ASTM 
standards/SEI tag) must be worn by all riders while mounted. 
∞ All classes (except Pre Green, Low, Working, Jumpers) with twenty (20) or more entries will be divided 
∞ Add Back classes are calculated as follows, $10 x # entries in class = total prize money.  Prize money is distributed 30% 
- 22% - 16% - 14% - 10% - 8%. 
∞ A $15 service fee will be applied to open checks not closed by conclusion of Event. 
∞ All dogs must be on a leash or otherwise confined. 
∞ EMT will be on grounds during show/schooling hours Friday, Saturday and Sunday. 
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GENERAL INFORMATION 
Entries:  Closing date is March 24th.  Entries postmarked no later than closing date are $15/class.  Entries postmarked 
AFTER closing date are $20/class.  NTHJC Office/Scholarship fee $5/entry.   Add back classes are $25/class.  EMT fee is $5 
per entry/per day.  NTHJC non-members will be charged a $20 non-member fee.  Current COGGINS must be presented 
to the horse show office for all horses on the grounds. 
Office Hours:  Friday 2 pm-6 pm, Saturday and Sunday 6:30 am to Conclusion of Event  
Stabling:  Stalls are $75, available after 12 noon on Friday, March 27.  Shavings are $9/bag, NO OUTSIDE SHAVINGS 
ALLOWED.  Manure must be disposed of in designated areas only.  No manure in trash containers.  $35 grounds fee for 
haul-ins. 
Schooling:  Open schooling is permitted Friday 12 noon – 6 pm in the outdoor arena and 12 noon-7 pm in the main 
covered arena.  Open schooling is permitted Saturday and Sunday 6 am to 7:30 am in the outdoor arena and 6 am to 7 
am in the main covered arena (HACKING ONLY).  There will be a separate schooling break of ten (10) minutes before the 
18” division.  No other schooling breaks during the Event.  Schooling areas will be monitored by show management. 
Footing/Rings:  Outdoor arena is 140’x220’ with all weather footing, main covered arena is 140’x270, footing is sand. 
Awards:  1st place will receive rosette and trophy, 2nd – 6th place will receive rosette only.  Champion will receive rosette 
and trophy, Reserve Champion will receive rosette only. 
Concessions:  Friday 12 noon to 6:30 pm, Saturday and Sunday 6:30 am to conclusion of Event. 
Changes:  Management reserves the right to change, cancel, or combine classes, alter courses, and do all things 
necessary to compensate for excessive or inadequate entries.  Classes with less than three (3) entries may be cancelled. 
RV’s:  RV space is available, electric and water only, $30/night.
